	Background Statement

	During the Civil Rights Movement of the 1960’s, the philosophies of African-Americans splintered into two distinct views; Non-violent Civil Disobedience and Militant-Radical Resistance. Many African-Americans grew weary of meeting violence with love. Progress came at a slow pace, while African-American casualty rates grew exponentially. The assassination of Martin Luther King, Jr. lit a fire throughout the country and forced African-Americans to take inventory of their own beliefs on the most effective way to combat racial discrimination and injustice throughout the United States.  In this task students will analyze how did the techniques of Civil Rights advocates reflect change in the African American Civil Rights Movement of the 1960s?

	Civil Rights: Rights afforded citizens of the United States by the Constitution granting political and social equality
Black Panthers: Radical Civil Rights organization founded in the late 1960’s that advocated the use of violence and drastic measures to enforce change in American society
Non-Violence Resistance: The practice widely used by Dr. Martin Luther King in which protesters refused in engage in any violent behavior in order to achieve socio-political goals. 
Civil Disobedience: Belief developed by Ralph Waldo Emerson and practiced by Gandhi and Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. in which citizens of a nation willingly and without violence, disobey laws that they view as immoral, in order to illustrate the immorality to the greater society.
Segregation: The practice of separating people in society by race, which was widely practice in the US in the early-mid 1900’s.
Communist: An economic and political belief that society should be transformed to create a egalitarian civilization.  
Freedom Riders: Individuals who took part in non-violent protests in order to force the federal government to desegregate bus stations in the south.  They were largely met with harsh violence and disapproval. Black and white citizens both participated in these non-violent resistances.
Sit-Ins: A non-violent protest practiced in the 1960’s in which individuals coordinated groups to sit in segregated locations and refused to leave until they were recognized.  
Boycotts: A form of protest in which a group of people refused to patronize a good or service until their demands were met.
Gandhian: An ideology in which non-violence and civil disobedience are practiced in order to bring about change in society, named after the political and ideological leader of India during the Indian independence movement.
Militant: Rigorous and aggressive in nature
Radical: An extreme or fringe political belief
